Over the
years we have had variofierms ofministryto provide
meals for families who were going through difficult times
This can be anything fromdeath in the family or hospital
stays as well as not so difficult timebut just as stressful
suchas having a baby. Each of these attempts have been
great and well received but difficult to maintain.

This year in conjunction with an organisation callawi
Harvest and NZMA a catering training organisation we
have been able to provide 191 frozen meals to 47

families. We also have a team of dedicated people who
are willing prepare and deliver fresh meals to families

who have had babies and they have éamfantastic job. Many thanks to Megan Carter for her
wonderful leadership skills to make this all happen and to her team of people willing to provide a
meal and deliver them. .

For our church connect groups are an important part of churcl
life. In these group people get to journey through life together
relationship with Jesus.
